WARM UP EXERCISES

follow your example. Share your experiences. Offer them a “get started” supply of tracts from your
collection.

Cartoons and money tracts are great eye catchers.

Tracts are so economical that they have virtually no impact on your finances.
Plan your kingdom mvestment budget, and decide on your strategy.

Begin in a manner you are likely to sustain.

Encourage others to do likewise.

MAINTAINING THE PROPER PERSPECTIVE

1) Pray before, during, and following your gospel tract distributions. Pray for wisdom, guidance,
discretion, patience, love, sensitivity, empathy, and for softened hearts and open doors.

Pray that the beauty of Jesus be seen mn you.

2) Brighten the corner where you are ! Be courteous, friendly, cheerful. Exude godly confidence,
boldness, and courage.

3) Be strategic and thoughtful. Practice in front of a mirror. Role play with another believer. Make
and maintain eye contact. Plan a simple approach, such as: “Have a blessed day !”, “Please let me
share this with you !”, “Be encouraged.”

BE WELL RESTED AND KEEP HYDRATED !

4) DO NOT LITTER !!

5)  Kick your Bible study into high gear.

YOU NEVER OUTGROW YOUR NEED FOR BIBLE STUDY !

Sharing gospel tracts 1s a way God works through you, for His purposes. It 1s vitally important that
you know basic Bible truths, and where/how to find to find them. This fact does NOT provide
you with an excuse or cover story to delay distributing tracts, but serves as a lasting reminder.

The most effective “tract” 1s the whole counsel of God, His Holy Word.

6) You will be surprised by all those you encounter in heaven who were touched by the tracts you and
other “Paper Evangelists” shared.

CONCLUSION

The Pandemic has forced us to really, really focus on the brevity of life. Now many more people are
receptive to spiritual truths. They want to meet God 1 peace when time 1s no more. In general, people
will display less resistance to receiving the tracts you offer. While this door 1s open, enter it eagerly.

Gospel tracts have gained an undeserved bogus and bad reputation. Could it be that satan, the great
deceiwver, understands just how powerful tracts are, and so he intentionally discourages and shames the
saints??? Ignore him and anything he whispers in your ears, or through the lips of others. Throw off
your reservations and hesitations. Invite God’s Holy Spirit to enlighten and empower you as you add
tracts to your “traditional” witnessing arsenal. It 1s not a matter of either/or, but both/and !
